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When light waves travel through something, the speed of light slows down.  

The amount it slows down depends on the material it travels through.





When white light travels through a prism, the visible colors come from the waves traveling through the prism at different speeds.





When light travels to the pencil in the beaker, the light slows down differently, faster through air, slower in water.  The pencil looks broken because the light is traveling at different speeds.
