      Day 1: 

1. Explain project, purpose, and expectations, Go over rubric, and graphic organizers.

2. Show work from previous year, once you have it, displayed on a poster board, showing all steps.

3. Assign microorganism. Differentiate by difficulty of microorganism, number of paragraphs, and number of reasons given.

4. Homework assignment - google scientific name.

Explore

Day 2 + 3: 

1. Research in library. 

2. Take notes on 4 square graphic organizer.

3. Fill out source sheets for bibliography.

4. Homework is to work on project, providing evidence the following day.

      Day 4: 

1. Research in computer room

2. Print 4 different images relating to the micro-organism to be used on the poster.

3. Have students drag images to desktop and print from there to eliminate wasting paper and ink.

4. Images have to be varied and informative. Students need to write captions in their own words.

5. Image selection is important because I do not let them read their reports. They present the poster and use the images to help them tell the story.

6. Homework is to work on project, providing evidence the following day.

Summary

Day 5: 

1. Students transfer information from 4 square graphic organizer onto writing template, taking care to group data into appropriate paragraphs. 

2. Grouping students according to ability may be necessary allowing you to provide targeted, small group instruction. 

3. Homework is to use template to write a rough draft. Some students may need to be told to use their templates and not start from scratch!

      Day 6:

1. Group students in threes and have them peer revise. Our ELA teachers use the Operation Feedback strategy so the students are already familiar with it. You may want to piggyback off the revision strategy your ELA teachers are using.

2. Teacher conference with half of the class, one by one.

3. Homework is to write a final copy. Tell students to write neatly using pencil, or print and save their work on the computer to save time making final corrections.

      Day 7: 

1. Students edit each other’s work for spelling, grammar, punctuation, etc.

2. Students must edit three other people’s work and have their work edited by three people.

3. Teacher conference with the other half of the class, one by one.

4. Homework is to make a final copy
       Day 8:

1. Put poster together.
2. Practice presentations.
        Day 9:

1. Hand in report.

2. Present microorganism using poster.
